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DR FRANS CRONJE CONFIRMED AS SPEAKER AT CGA CITRUS SUMMIT 8-9 MARCH 2017
The world is a little different following BREXIT and the US elections; and scenario planner Dr Frans Cronje (CEO of the Institute of Race Relations) will have plenty of material to keep CGA Summit delegates riveted as he delivers his presentation titled “South Africa’s next ten years: the rise of the right”. Dr Cronje was educated at St Johns College in Houghton and the University of the Witwatersrand and holds a PHD in scenario planning from North West University. He served with the South African police, worked as a horse-riding instructor and later logger in the United States, and completed a year-long expedition that crossed the African continent from Cape Town to Cairo. He joined the IRR in 2004 and established the Centre For Risk Analysis which specialises in using scenarios to help business and government leaders make decisions about investment and policy in South Africa. He has presented scenarios to over 100 South African corporations and foreign investors. He is an associate of the Centre for Innovative Leadership – a leading South Africa based scenario consultancy and the author of A Time Traveller’s Guide To Our Next Ten Years (Tafelberg 2014). Over the past two years his latest scenarios which describe South Africa in 2024 have been presented to an estimated 20 000 people across three continents and have been influential in shaping investor perception towards South Africa. His work has been widely cited in the media from the Volksblad to the Wall Street Journal. He writes a column for Rapport newspaper.

Initial estimates put soft citrus packed for export figure at just over 11.2 m cartons; above 2014 & 2015 levels (10 m). The original estimate showed a static trend for both satsuma’s (2014 1.8 m; 2015 1.7 m & estimate 1.8m) and clementines (2014 3.2 m; 2015 2.5 m & estimate 2.7m). Mandarins were estimated to continue with their increasing volume trend (2014 5m; 2015 5.8 m and estimate 6.7 m). Excellent market conditions and good quality saw all three categories surpass estimates and 2015 levels; final 2016 packed for export for Satsuma was 1.9 m, clementines 3.1m and mandarins 7.2 m – resulting in a record 12.2 million carton soft citrus crop [183 000 tons].





The UK and Europe received 65% (2015 63%) of a larger soft citrus volume exported – increasing from a combined 5.9 m to 7.3 million cartons. South East Asia also experienced increasing volume from 0.6 m (2015) to 1.1 million cartons. North America also showed an increase (0.8 m 2015 to 1.1 m 2016). These increases were at the expense of Russia which dropped from 0.9 m to 0.7 million cartons. Africa (0.3 m) and Middle East (0.7 m) remained static. 


The season was characterised by good demand and excellent quality – leading to strong markets and good returns.
