SOUTH AFRICAN CITRUS INDUSTRY CONTINUES TO MOVE FROM ROAD TO RAIL

During 2015 a total of 22 000 tons of citrus moved from Tzaneen to Durban by rail – it would have taken 650 trucks to move that amount of fruit to Durban. In 2016 the volume more than doubled with railings from both Tzaneen and Marble Hall – a total of 47 000 tons; replacing almost 1 400 truckloads. This change has a positive impact in a number of areas – road maintenance, road congestion and emissions (just to name three). The producers and exporters involved must be commended for driving this initiative. Transnet Freight Rail, Transnet Port Terminals and service providers should also be commended as there were few delays experienced, with deliveries of these containers being well managed.

At the Citrus Marketing Forum (CMF) meeting in October it was agreed that the next CMF should be held around the Summit date. The CGA members meeting should conclude at about 14h00 (latest 15h00) – giving 2 to 3 hours to deliberate on logistics matter; and allowing delegates to catch the last flights out of PE.
