	FROZEN ORANGE JUICE QUOTA IN EU
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DURBAN CONTAINER OPERATIONS DASHBOARD
The Durban Reefer Container Operations Forum was initiated a few years ago to get all those involved in reefer operations to communicate on a regular basis, and to jointly solve problems that impacted on container movement and congestion in the Durban port (a similar operating forum has been initiated in the Eastern Cape). From the CGA side Mitchell Brooke and Dave Watts convene and chair the meetings. On a Monday, Wednesday and Friday, Mitchell and Dave circulate a Durban Container Operations Dashboard. The information contained in this dashboard is a MUST for anybody involved in citrus logistics. The report contains the following graphs: DCT Pier 1 and 2 Truck Barometer; Durban (citrus) Reefer Container and Citrus SRS Vessel Load Demand Barometer (see below); Pier 1 and 2 Gate Through Statistics; Pier 1 and 2 Yard Capacity Utilisation Statistics; Container Volume Exported in Next 3 Days; Export Stack Data and Import Stack Data.
